Note that we do not provide legal advice here at Stop Smart Meters Hawaii or KeepYourPower.org. However, others have used a similar letter to revoke permission for the utility to install a Smart Meter on their home or business.
NOTICE OF NO CONSENT 
INSTRUCTIONS:
There is no such thing as too much protection. This notice protects you if you take your own actions against the installation of a digital electric meter. If it ever gets to a legal contest, the courts seem to favor the people who have repeated their claims and demands the most often and the most timely. 

When you declare “Self Defense With Cause” (below) the power company must cease all violations and may not lawfully retaliate, deny you utility services, charge you additional fees, or tamper with your replacement meter.

1) The names and mailing addresses for the CEOs of applicable power companies in HI are below. KUIC is not listed because the roll-out of smart meters on Kauai is complete (they have 30,000+ meters). Always communicate in writing with an authorized party. Do not speak on the phone with staff as they have no authority and will simply attempt to enforce company “policy” which may be unlawful and damaging to you.

2) Edit the letter below by entering your name & address, you may want to include your utility service account number. Enter the CEO’s name and address as the addressee. Make everything non-italic. Edit the salutation and make it non-italic. Sign the letter and omit the italic word “signature”. Replace the text “your name” with your actual name and make that non-italic.

3) Print the letter out and sign it with blue ink.


4) Make at least 4 photocopies of the letter. Keep the original in your files.


5) Send a photocopy in Certified U.S. Postal Mail with Return Receipt to the CEO of the power company. Keep all mail receipts and the return post card when it arrives. Keep everything together in a large envelope with the original letter. Put that envelope in a place where you can find it later, even two years from now.


6) Whenever ANYONE challenges your right to have a safe and lawful electric meter, send or give them a photocopy of this letter. The original is to be filed with the court if there is ever any legal action. DO NOT engage anyone on the subject of your electric meter without giving them a copy of this letter and demanding verbally that its contents be observed.

DON’T FORGET TO PRESENT THIS LETTER anytime anyone challenges your right to have a safe and lawful electric meter!

NOTICE OF NO CONSENT TO TRESPASS, SURVEILLANCE OR RADIATION POLLUTION. NOTICE OF LIABILITY. 

To (CEO name) and all providers of utility services in (county):

Be advised, that you and all other parties are hereby denied consent for installation and use of any and all digital electric meters, including but not limited to ‘Smart’ Meters or any other surveillance and activity monitoring device, or devices, at my property and/or place of residence as noted herein. 

Installation and use of any surveillance and activity monitoring device that sends and receives communications technology is hereby refused and prohibited. Consent is legally required for installation of any surveillance device and any device that will collect and transmit private and personal data to undisclosed and unauthorized parties for undisclosed and unauthorized purposes. Authorization for sharing of personal and private information may only be given by the originator and subject of that information. That authorization is hereby denied and refused with regard to the advised property and all its occupants.

‘Smart’ and other digital utility meters cause endangerment to people in their vicinity through many factors and my reasons for denying consent for installation include:
1. They individually identify electrical devices and record when they are

operated, causing invasion of privacy.

2. They monitor household activity and occupancy in violation of rights and

domestic privacy.

3. They transmit wireless signals that are interceptable by unauthorized and

distant parties.

4. No power company or other individual agency has consent to conduct

surveillance or monitoring or to emit radiation (EMR) on our property or

residence with a digital meter.

5. Those with access to the data can review a permanent history of

household activities taken and viewed unlawfully and without the consent

of occupants and subjects of the surveillance.

6. Those databases may be shared with, or fall into the hands of,

unauthorized law enforcement, private hackers of wireless transmissions

and other unidentified parties for use against the interests of the energy

subscribers and the occupants of the structures.

7. “Smart” meters are, by definition, surveillance devices that violate federal

and state wiretapping laws by recording and storing databases of private

and personal activities and behaviors recorded without the consent or

knowledge of those people who are monitored.

8. It is possible, for example, with analysis of certain “smart” meter data, for

unauthorized and distant parties to determine medical conditions, sexual

activities, vacancy patterns, general affluence, trade secrets and physical

locations of occupants.

9. By intentional transmission and/or incidental disruption of house current,

digital meters emit cancer-causing electromagnetic radiation, which

violates laws against public endangerment, assault and commission of

bodily harm.

10. Digital meters are designed to transmit using electromagnetic radiation

known to cause cancer and many other diseases, illnesses and symptoms.

For the above reasons, and by right of occupancy and property ownership, I prohibit, and deny consent of, any installation and use of any monitoring, eavesdropping, surveillance and radiation emitting devices on my property and place of residence, especially in the form of a digital, transmitting utility meter.

Any attempt to install any such device directed at me or other occupants on my property or place of residence will constitute trespass, stalking, wiretapping, unlawful surveillance, and endangerment  of health and safety, , all prohibited and punishable by law through criminal and civil actions. All persons, government agencies and private organizations responsible for installing or operating monitoring devices that I consider unlawful will be fully liable for major financial and compliance claims and demands.

This is legal notice. The liabilities and obligations listed above are true and binding upon all parties upon delivery of this notice. These terms and conditions apply without regard to status or existence of any “opt-out” contract.


Notice to principal is notice to agent and notice to agent is notice to principal.
